Different communication factors were identified from the 12 studies that met the inclusion criteria. Like many articles in this annotated bibliography, the authors concluded that there is limited evidence on how communication factors should b measured. Still, from the current evidence, they found that patient-centered interaction methods relate to emotional support provision, allowing patients to be involved in the care process, which enhances that therapeutic alliance. Therefore, healthcare providers can use the evidence in Therapeutic Listening to better healthcare provision.

The authors, workers in healthcare facilities in Ireland, researched with the aim of understanding whether Therapeutic Listening is efficient for children born prematurely presenting with cognitive, attention, and dysregulation challenges. Using twenty-two children aged between three and four, they found minimal improvements in terms of motor outcome. Also, scores reflecting cognitive and language ability indicated challenging abilities in the group of children. They concluded that Therapeutic Listening is a likely intervention for premature children to better levels of attention and sensory processing skills. It is an effective treatment option for such groups of children as it facilitates more intensive intervention and less convectional treatment techniques, making it cost and time-efficient.

They used different clinical assessments and a sample of twenty-three children aged between three and twelve. They hypothesized that TL-Q improves social, cognitive, and interpersonal skills. Their hypothesis was supported as significant improvement was observed in individualized goals and developmental posture skills. However, like their colleagues in the university mentioned in a previous citation, they found that the available evidence of sound-based interventions in occupational therapy is limited to support the use of sound-based interventions such as Therapeutic Listening-Quickshifts, suggesting that further research is necessary.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]The researchers aim to evaluate the impacts of music-based therapeutic interferences for dementia patients on emotionally good-health, which includes behavioral problems, mood disturbance, life quality, and suchlike at the therapy's end and several days after treatment. They used data from the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders and interventions such as music-based, among others, to achieve their objective. Using moderate data quality for depression and behavioral problems and low data quality for other outcomes, the authors concluded that the clinical essentiality of the impact of music-based interventions is uncertain because of the various scales used. In addition, they indicated that no heterogeneity in effects across the different studies was found.
