The list developed here should accompany the SOAPIER treatment plan from diagnosis, transition, and beyond to help improve Jenny’s condition and better her parents understand Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD).
National Resources
a) American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) is a medical professional organization dedicated to the mental, social, and physical health of infants, children, youths, and young adults. Through the AAP website, the care providers and Jenny’s parents will get information regarding Jenny’s condition. These include early signs of autism, how autism is screened by pediatricians, the steps taken when one is diagnosed with autism, and transition to adulthood (Top Autism Organizations ...” 2020). Also, it creates public awareness by tackling the challenges that people like Jenny and her parents encounter and advocates for appropriate services for individuals of all ages. The information acquired will be crucial during Jenny treatment.
b) ABA Therapist Providers. Through the information acquire from AAP, for example, Jenny parents can understand the different types of ABA and find the appropriate therapist. In the United States, ABA therapist providers include Chicago ABA Therapy which will help improve or develop Jenny’s socially significant behaviors, including speech, focus, reading, peer interactions, and self-care, to cite a few (Top Autism Organizations ...” 2020).
c) Specialist School such as Land Park Academy, located in California that serves children aged between three and twenty-two diagnosed with ASD (Staff , 2019). Using different therapies such as ABA and IEP goals, the school works to make children like Jenny succeed in the traditional public school environment. 
Local Resources
a. Kendall School and Therapeutic Pathways, Inc., a specialist school and agency that serves students with ASD. The Kendall schools are located in several locations in California, such as Modesto and Elk Grove (Staff , 2019). Besides, the organization provides consultation services to the district schools and provides a centre-based intensive ABA, Applied Behavior Analysis program to help improve the condition of autistic children.
b. Sensory Gym, which in Jenny’s case the gym is built by her parents and installed with equipment such as swings and therapy balls to help improve her body responds to stimulation, enhance learning, and improve focus and concentration (“Treatment| Autism Spectrum Disorder …” 2020).
